Within the framework of the CEC-working group on the safety of thermal reactors a partial "ad hoc subgroup on seismic effects" had been established. This ad hoc subgroup under the chairmanship of Mr. Van Gils was charged to prepare an European earthquake catalogue. 

The members of the subgroup were responsible for their country and they provided Mr. Van Gils with the national catalogues. Mr. Van Gils collected all these catalogues, harmonized and merged them into a common format, which had been fixed only by himself.  After the sudden death of Mr. Van Gils on Dec.30, 1989, I was charged to finish this work. 

It was necessary to revise the data file several times. because there had been obviously strong errors not only during the merging process but already in the national data files. I produced the final data file, plotted the maps and prepared the publication. My greatest problem in this work was and still it is, that I get only a very small part of Van Gils' collected materials. So, most of the national datafiles which he had used I never have received and especially I have no knowledge who finally has provided him with which datafiles. I also have some national catalogues but in some cases they differ from those used by Mr. Van Gils.

Therefore, for the publication we were not able to do what is absolutely necessary: to publish also a list of the authors of the used national catalogues or data files. This fact is very unsatisfactory for me and especially for the authors, because they have done the work.

With the help of Mr. Hans Maurer, the former secretary of the CEC-working group, I tried to detect the national sources of the now existing Western European Earthquake Catalogue. The result of our efforts shows that for some countries it was not possible to find the responsibles for the national data file. In this cases in the following list the unknown author is named by a N.N. To correct this I beg the reader of this lines to provide me with his knowledge about national datafiles or catalogue sources which were used for the final catalogue. These information then will be added at once to the following list.
